This 38-week program provides learners with little or no previous experience in the Heavy Duty Mechanic, Commercial Transport Mechanic,

Diesel Engine Mechanic, or Transport Trailer Technician trades with the skills necessary to seek employment in the industry.

theoretical and practical components of all four trades are included, giving students the opportunity to choose to enter any of the four

trades as an apprentice. The program includes a two-week industry work placement.
